Working with the MHRA Style

MHRA is a very complex style and EndNote cannot reproduce all of its requirements in a perfectly automatic way.  The following examples are all taken from the MHRA Style Guide and  are selected to illustrate cases where special action must be taken by the user.

Note that the MHRA style requires slightly different formats for references in footnotes and in the final bibliography at the end of a document. EndNote's preview pane shows the reference as it will appear in the bibliography, not the footnote.

Except in a very few cases where it is not possible for EndNote to generate the form which the Style Guide requires, all the references shown in this handout were produced by inserting them from an EndNote library and formatting with the MHRA (Cam) output style, then editing where necessary as described in the notes. MHRA (Cam) is based on EndNote's MHRA-notes output style with some adjustments added by the LLCC.

References are shown in the format which would appear in a list bibliography and repeated in a footnote to illustrate the differences between the two forms.  The numbered points list cases where special action on your part is required to produce conformant output.

1.
In the final bibliography, authors and editors should be listed in the format Lastname, Forename, but series editors should be listed as "ed. by Forename Lastname". To achieve this, the name of the series editor should be typed into your EndNote library as "Forename Lastname" with a non-breaking space (alt-0160 under Windows) between the forename and surname. Translators and revisers are treated in the same way as editors so the same method needs to be used with their names.

Take care when entering book titles which contain the title of another work in italics e.g. "Approaches to Teaching Voltaire's Candide". When this is reproduced in your final bibliography it needs to appear as Approaches to Teaching Voltaire's 'Candide'. To achieve this you must add the single quotation marks when you type the reference into your EndNote library and the word "Candide" must be in roman letters, not italic. EndNote will then automatically print the entire title in italic format.

3.
If you are referring to a particular edition of a book this needs to be recorded in the "Edition" field of your EndNote database. For example the 2nd edition of a book should have "2nd" entered there. Don't type the "edn" as EndNote adds this automatically.

EndNote does not have a mechanism for handling multiple publishers of a book in the way MHRA requires. To achieve the correct entry (London: Heinemann; New York: McGraw Hill, 1986) you need to enter "1986" in the "Year" field as normal, but enter the complete sequence "London: Heinemann; New York: McGraw Hill" as a single line in the "Publisher" field. Endnote will then put parentheses round the sequence "publisher, year" which will give the correct result. Don't put anything in the "City" field when you are using this method.

5.
EndNote does not have a pre-set field for a subsidiary author who produces a revised edition of another person's work. The EndNote MHRA style file produced at Cambridge attempts to get round this by using the "Label" field. In the Works of Thomas Nashe example the Label field contains "rev. by F. P. Wilson". The style file slots this into a position following the "Edition" field, and preceded by a comma which gives the correct effect.

Where you need to cite a reprint, just put its publication details in the "Reprint edition" field.

7.
If an edited work has one named major editor and additional un-named others you can achieve the correct formulation: "ed. by A.N. Editor and others" either by editing the citations after the final formatting with EndNote or by inserting three dummy entries into the editor field in addition to the name of the major editor. In the MHRA EndNote style four or more editors are abbreviated by listing the first editor and following with "and others".

8.
Where a footnote reference needs to refer to a particular part of a multi-volume work the most efficient method is to insert a citation of the main work and edit it to add the page reference as a sub-part for that particular citation. Click once on the citation in the footnote, then click EndNote's "edit citation" command (on the EndNote toolbar or the EndNote sub-menu). Enter this extra material in the "Pages" sub-field of the individual citation. Changes added in this way are preserved during any subsequent re-formatting by EndNote. Changes made by placing the cursor within a citation and typing in extra material are removed by the re-formatting process.

(In this case everything after "1975–" in the footnote is entered in the "Pages" sub-field of the individual citation.)

This is the only way to obey MHRA's very complex rules on the format of page numbers within citations in footnotes (see para. 9 on page 45 of the latest version of the MHRA Style Guide).
 
 

9.
References to articles in books and journals would normally include the article's span of pages as part of the EndNote reference so it should only be necessary to edit the citation if you need to refer to an individual page.
 However if you need to obey the strict rules on presence/absence of p. and pp. (p. and pp. are normally used but are omitted if there is a volume number unless page and volume numbers are both in roman numerals) the only way to achieve this is to use "edit citation" so that the exact page reference format can be strictly controlled. EndNote is not sophisticated enough to be able to detect when a particular article is a second item from a volume previously mentioned so shortened references required in the format described on p. 45 of the Style Guide would need to be manually edited in your final copy or else inserted by hand.

10.
Where you need to mention that a journal article was reprinted as a book article you need to enter the full bibliographic details of the book article in the "Reprint Edition" field.

11.
Alternatively, if you need to mention that a book article had previously been published in a journal, enter the details in the "Original Publication" field. Note that any italics etc. need to be set manually within the field.

12.
Enter journal, newspaper and magazine titles in your EndNote library in the form required by the Style Guide—e.g. initial "The" or "A" omitted; volume number in arabic numerals (see pp. 48-9 of the Style Guide).

13.
For unpublished theses and dissertations, use the reference type "Thesis" and fill in "doctoral thesis", "master's thesis" etc. in the "Thesis type" field. Where you need to refer to the existence of a published abstract of an unpublished thesis this can be achieved by adding this information to the "Year" field of the reference:

Year

14.
To achieve an indent between your footnote numbers and text (as in the footnotes in this handout), you need to modify the footnote style to give a hanging indent. Click on the footnote text and then choose Format > Style > Footnote text and click the Modify button. Use Format > Paragraph to create a hanging indent, then insert a tab between each footnote reference number and its text. 

15.
For plays and long poems make use of the "Short title" field to allow for correct later references after the first full reference. Edit the individual citations to add reference to line, canto, book, page etc.


For example, Spenser's poem
 appears in full format, then the citation is immediately repeated, thus.
 Citing a different item next
 shows a standard "short reference" which you will need to edit to remove the parentheses and title as these are not required in MHRA. Then citing the Spenser reference a third time gives this.
 The most efficient method of dealing with it is probably to use the "edit citation" command to create a pages sub-field containing the required book, canto and line numbers (which will be preserved during subsequent re-formatting of the citations) and remove the editor's name in the very final version of your document by selecting and deleting within the formatted reference. An alternative would be to use EndNote only to add the first instance of the reference and type all the following ones manually.

16.
For references to manuscripts, use "Manuscript" as the reference type.
 
 You can enter the required short title in the "Short title" field for use in repeated references.
 If you do this, you will need to delete the unwanted starting commas at the final stage (these appear because the short form is expected to begin with an author name). Alternatively, use EndNote citation only for the first instance. Biblical references can be treated in a similar way.

17.
Use the reference type "Electronic Source" for online publications. The "Producer" field may be used to store the title, volume etc. of an electronic journal.
 Where the item is the equivalent of a book section, rather than an article, it may be necessary to add "in" to the "Producer" field to make the citation look right.
 This is a reference to a poem in a full-text online database.
 

18.
Recordings, film and digital media: Titles may need to be italicised manually in your original EndNote entry because films, plays etc. should have titles in italics
 but musical works should not.
 The "Performers" field is used for both actors and director, so you need to add the prefix "Dir." before the director's name and "Cond." before the conductor.
