1.14. Observagoes:
Para além da exceléncia internacional das universidades envolvidas, a qualidade deste curso é confirmada pelo
facto de ter sido selecionado para financiamento no ambito de um programa extremamente exigente e altamente
competitivo, lancado pela Unido Europeia e o Japdao em 2018.
Em julho de 2019, a Comissao Europeia, juntamente com o Ministério japonés da Educagao, Cultura, Desporto,
Ciéncia e Tecnologia, selecionou trés programas oferecidos por consorcios internacionais que envolvem
universidades de topo. Historia na Esfera Publica foi o inico projeto aprovado na drea das humanidades — os dois
outros consoércios premiados, liderados por universidades francesas, finlandesas e japonesas, estao centrados nos
temas «Ciéncia em Imagem e Luz na Realidade Alargada» e «Robética Avangada».
Este concurso, que é o primeiro do género, é executado e financiado conjuntamente pela Comissao Europeia,
através do programa Erasmus Plus, e pelo Ministério japonés da Educagéao, Cultura, Desporto, Ciéncia e Tecnologia
(através do projeto de intercambio interuniversitario). O objetivo é permitir aos estudantes com melhor
desempenho de todo o mundo estudar pelo menos em duas das universidades representadas em cada programa.
Pelo menos uma delas tera de ser japonesa e, no final dos seus estudos, os estudantes receberdo um diploma de
mestrado conjunto, duplo ou multiplo.
Acresce que este ciclo de estudos, por ter como universidade parceira uma instituicao que é simultaneamente
europeia e norte-americana (a Central European University), também ja foi aprovado por uma entidade certificadora
dos EUA (New York State Education Department) e austriaca (Agency for Quality Assurance and Accreditation
Austria (AQ-Austria), o que constitui mais um elemento que confirma a elevada qualidade da sua proposta de
formagdo. O mesmo se poderia dizer do leque de prestigiadas instituic6es ndo-académicas que de imediato
aceitaram colaborar com este ciclo de estudos, em especial aquelas que irdo acolher os seus estudantes em
estdgios, tanto em Lisboa como noutras cidades onde o Mestrado funciona.

1.14. Observations:
Beyond the international excellence of the universities involved, the quality of this program is confirmed by the fact
that it was selected for funding under an extremely demanding and highly competitive program, launched by the
European Union and Japan in 2018.
In July 2019, the European Commission together with the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sport, Science
and Technology, selected three programs offered by international consortia involving top universities. History in the
Public Sphere was the only project approved in the humanities area - the two other award-winning consortia, led by

French, Finnish and Japanese universities, are centered on the themes «Science in Image and Light in the Extended
Reality» and «Advanced Robotics».

This competition, which is the first of its kind, is run and financed jointly by the European Commission, through the
Erasmus Plus program, and by the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sport, Science and Technology
(through the inter-university exchange project). The goal is to enable top students from around the world to study in
at least two of the universities represented by program. At least one of the School’s attended must be Japanese
and, at the end of their studies, students will receive a joint master's degree, double or multiple.

In addition, having as a partner university an institution that is both European and North American (the Central
European University), this cycle of studies has also been approved by a certification body from the USA (New York
State Education Department) and Austria (Agency for Quality Assurance and Accreditation Austria (AQ-Austria),
which is yet another element that confirms the high quality of its training proposal. The same could be said of the
several prestigious non-academic institutions that immediately agreed to collaborate with this program, particularly
those that will host our students on internships, both in Lisbon and in other cities where this master’s degree is
offered.

- dotar os estudantes de competéncias e de instrumentos metodolégicos e teéricos especificos, designadamente
através do jornalismo historicamente informado, documentarismo, curadoria de exposicées e recursos educativos
on-line.

Based on past collaboration between the four consortium institutions, HEP intends to provide excellent academic
training that allows students

- to understand how the past is represented, contested and negotiated in the public sphere;

- to critically reflect upon the uses and abuses of history in various contexts and periods, in a comparative and
transnational perspective;

- to employ methods and practices that aim to bring history to the public sphere, namely through historically
informed journalism, documentary, curated exhibitions and online educational resources.

3.2. Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidoes e competéncias) a desenvolver pelos estudantes:
-Desenvolver competéncias criticas sobre os usos e as representacées publicas da historia;

-Adquirir capacidade para comparar e contrastar entidades geogrdficas de grande escala através de conjunturas
historicas longas;
-Adquirir competéncias para desenhar e implementar um projeto de investigacdo numa o6tica interdisciplinar;
-Adquirir competéncias para organizar uma exposicao com conteudos histéricos;
-Ganhar experiéncia no uso de fontes audiovisuais e plataformas on-line de investigacao e disseminag¢éao do
conhecimento historico;
-Adquirir capacidade para trabalhar em equipas multiculturais, escrever textos académicos e realizar
apresentagoes em inglés;
-Adquirir competéncia para dialogar com “atores sociais” e publicos ndo-académicos no contexto da construgédo e
disseminagdo do conhecimento histérico em sociedade.

-An ability to critically assess the public uses and representations of history;
-A knowledge of the most up-to-date historiography in global and transnational history, the different ways of
studying local contexts in dialogue with global developments (and vice versa), and the methods of comparative
history;
-An ability to compare and contrast large geographic entities over long historical periods;
-An ability to design and implement a full-scale historical research project;
-A practical experience with methods of display and organization of historical exhibitions;
-A practical experience with the uses of audiovisual media and online platforms in historical research and
knowledge dissemination;
-An ability to work in multicultural teams, academic-level writing, speaking, and writing in English;
-An ability to dialogue with social actors and non-academic publics in the context of producing and disseminating
historical knowledge in society.

3.3. Insercao do ciclo de estudos na estratégia institucional de oferta formativa, face a missao institucional e,

designadamente, ao projeto educativo, cientifico e cultural da instituigao:
O Mestrado Historia na Esfera Publica (HEP), com financiamento assegurado no quadro do programa Erasmus
Mundus Joint Master Degrees da Uniao Europeia/Japao (edicdo de 2019), vai ao encontro de vdrios aspetos
nucleares da Missdo da NOVA.
Tal decorre do seu caracter multidisciplinar e multinacional, dos conteudos epistemolégicos e metodolégicos que
se propée trabalhar, bem como dos elevados padrées de exigéncia que distinguem as universidades que o
conceberam. Tirando partido da colaboracao existente entre docentes e instituigées participantes, foi possivel
desenhar uma estrutura curricular original, ancorada na investigagdo de ponta, ao mesmo tempo sensivel a
necessidade de equipar os estudantes com competéncias praticas e aptidées sociais indispensadveis para uma
futura inser¢cdo no mercado de trabalho.
No que toca ao(s) semestre(s) que o estudante realizar na NOVA - 3.° semestre e/ou uma parte do 4.° semestre da
mobilidade -, a vocacgao interdisciplinar do Mestrado é assegurada pela participagdo de docentes dos
departamentos de Historia, Historia de Arte, Ciéncias da Comunicagao e Antropologia. Acredita-se que essa oferta
podera ser atraente tanto para os que procuram uma formagao avangada diferenciada, como para os alunos
internacionais que a NOVA procura captar em cada vez maior nimero. A componente internacional do Mestrado é
garantida pelo facto de ele ser integralmente lecionado em inglés nos quatros polos que integram o consorcio, bem
como na institui¢ao francesa associada, o INALCO.
Com efeito, através de um sistema de 16 bolsas asseguradas pelo financiamento do Programa Erasmus Mundus
Joint Master Degrees (EMJMD) — Partnership with Japan (2019), uma parte dos alunos tera a partida garantido um
esquema de mobilidade que os levara a quatro paises com experiéncias particularmente ricas no tocante as
representagoées e usos publicos do passado (o seu laboratério de estudos), proporcionando-lhes uma experiéncia
de multiculturalidade a todos os niveis excecional. A eles poderao juntar-se outros alunos de outras formagoées
pos-graduadas que beneficiardo, em cada um dos paises participantes, de uma oferta curricular inovadora, mas
também de oportunidades de aquisicdo de metodologias especificas e de estagios de curta duragdo nas
instituicoes que a ele se associaram (no caso de Lisboa, o Museu Gulbenkian, a Culturgest, a Cinemateca e o
Museu do Aljube).
Este programa de estudos beneficiara também, na NOVA, de uma ligacao as unidades de investigagao integradas
através dos seus projetos e atividades desenvolvidas pelos vdrios dos docentes — o CHAM, IEM, IHC, CRIA, o IHA e
o ICNOVA, avaliados pela FCT com Bom e Excelente. Essa ligagdo afigura-se particularmente relevante ndo sé pela
imersao dos estudantes nas dindmicas de debate e investigacdo que distinguem esses centros, mas também pela
componente laboratorial entretanto adquirida por alguns deles em dreas como as humanidades digitais, o
documentarismo ou as prdticas curatoriais.



3.3. Insertion of the study programme in the institutional educational offer strategy, in light of the mission of the

institution and its educational, scientific and cultural project:
History in the Public Sphere (HIPS), a MA Study Program funded by the Erasmus Mundus Joint Master Degrees
European Union/Japan (2019 edition), addresses several core features of NOVA’s mission. This courses results
from from its multidisciplinary and multinational profile, its epistemic and methodologic contents, as well as the
high standards of the consortium members. Previous collaboration among these institutions and their faculty
members has permitted the setting up of an original curricular structure, based on cutting edge research, but also
taking into account the need to equip students with the adequate practical skills and social competences for their
future insertion in the job market.
In what concerns the semester(s) which a student can chose to do at NOVA — the 3rd semester and part of the 4th
semester’s mobility, the Program’s interdisciplinary vocation is ensured by the participation of instructors from the
History, Art History, Media and Anthropology departments. The educational contents on offer are expected to be
appealing to HIPS’ students, as well as to Erasmus and international students at NOVA. The international
component of HIPS is ensured by the fact that its contents are entirely taught in English in all the partner
institutions, as well as at INALCO (Paris).
Thanks to the 16 fellowships awarded each year, part of the students will have their mobility fully funded from the
onset of the program. This will allow them to make the best of the various mobility paths available, which include
Hungary, Japan, Italy, Portugal and France. These countries hold particularly rich experiences in terms of
representations and public uses of the past (a veritable study laboratory). This mobility will enhance the students’
multicultural perspectives. In some course HIPS’ students will work alongside students from other post-graduate
programs who decided to take advantage of HIPS’ state-of-the-art theoretical and methodological training, as well
as of the opportunities offered by internships (e.g., Gulbenkian and Aljube museums, Culturgest, Cinémathéque
museum).
At NOVA, the program will also benefit from the existing strong synergies between teaching and research. All
faculty members involved in this study program are active members at several research units — IEM, CHAM, IHC,
IHA, CRIA, IC-NOVA - evaluated by FCT with marks between Good and Excellent. Students will be able to take
advantage from the debates and projects hosted by such units, as well as from the laboratorial initiatives which
some of them have pioneered in such areas as digital humanities, documentary film-making, and curatorial
practices.

The sessions
are designed to enhance debate and sharing in order to foster critical thinking, within an interdisciplinary
framework. This Course Unit analyzes the role and importance of different voices, the complexity of narratives and
memories in the process of building public history. Based on case studies, related to memories of different
communities, this Course will stimulate the debate, privileging different scales of analysis between the local,
regional, national and global.

This course is devoted to the history of the Western European colonial empires, with a particular focus in the case
of Portugal and its empire, combining global and national perspectives. It covers the period between the early
sixteenth
century and the late twentieth century. The course will provide students with key insights on the historical
development of the Western European colonial empires and will highlight the social construction of their memories.
The uses of
the colonial past in building and rebuilding collective (national) identities and for the legitimation and de-
legitimation of modern polities will be explored.
Particular emphasis will be placed on how that memory was contested and negotiated, and to what extent the
legacies of empire are still present in the social, cultural and institutional fabric of both the former imperial powers
and the post-colonial states.

4.4.1.7. Observations:
This course is devoted to the history of the Western European colonial empires, with a particular focus in the case



of Portugal and its empire, combining global and national perspectives. It covers the period between the early
sixteenth

century and the late twentieth century. The course will provide students with key insights on the historical
development of the Western European colonial empires and will highlight the social construction of their memories.
The uses of

the colonial past in building and rebuilding collective (national) identities and for the legitimation and de-
legitimation of modern polities will be explored.

Particular emphasis will be placed on how that memory was contested and negotiated, and to what extent the
legacies of empire are still present in the social, cultural and institutional fabric of both the former imperial powers
and the post-colonial states.

4.4.6. Demonstragao da coeréncia dos conteiidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade
curricular:
A selecdo e organizagao dos contetdos proporciona a possibilidade de uma analise comparativa das
configuragoées sociais, politicas, econémicas e culturais dos impérios europeus a partir do século XVI. Permite
ainda a construgcdo de conhecimento e a discussao critica de diferentes abordagens no estudo dos impérios
coloniais e de avaliagao das suas consequéncias para a formagdo do mundo moderno, assim como para os
debates atuais sobre grandes questées sociais e culturais.
Os conteudos programadticos oferecem ainda a oportunidade de construgao de conhecimento aprofundado da
dominacgéo colonial portuguesa numa perspetiva historica de longa duragao, incluindo o processo de
descolonizagado. Finalmente, proporcionam o estudo das formas como a memoria coletiva e a construgéao e
reconfiguracdo da identidade nacional, e os debates atuais sobre a questao, integraram a dimenséao colonial e pés-
colonial.

4.4.6. Evidence of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s intended learning outcomes:
The selection and organization of content offers the possibility of a comparative analysis of the social, political,
economic and cultural configurations of European empires after the 16th century. It will also facilitate the
knowledge and critical discussion of different approaches in the study of colonial empires and the evaluation of
their consequences for the formation of the modern world, as well as for the current debates on major social and
cultural issues.
The program contents also presents the opportunity to build in-depth knowledge of Portuguese colonial domination
in a long-term historical perspective, including the process of decolonization. Finally, it will offer the study of the
ways in which collective memory and the construction and reconfiguration of national identity, and current debates
on the subject, have integrated the colonial and post-colonial dimension.

4.4.7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida):
O curso funciona como um semindrio teérico-pratico semanal, sendo as sessées temadticas organizadas em torno
do debate, sob orientagdo dos docentes, sobre problemas e questées colocadas pelas leituras obrigatérias
previamente indicadas. Complementarmente, serdo realizadas algumas visitas de estudo. E portanto fundamental
que os alunos estejam presentes e preparados para participar. Em conformidade, a avaliagdo valoriza a
participacao dos alunos e, portanto, uma parte da nota final decorre da sua participacdo nas discussées durante as
aulas (20%). Os alunos animaréo a discussdo de um semindrio de leitura de um artigo / capitulo de livro em PDF,
colocando as questoes iniciais para discussao (20%). Os alunos entregarao também um ensaio final de 4.000-5.000
palavras sobre alguns dos principais tépicos do contetdo do curso (60%).

4.4.7. Teaching methodologies (including students' assessment):
The course works as a weekly theoretical-practical seminar, with the thematic sessions being organized around the
debate, under the supervision of the instructors, on problems and questions raised by the mandatory readings
previously indicated. In addition, some study visits will be carried out. It is therefore essential that students are
present and prepared to participate. Accordingly, the evaluation emphasizes student participation and therefore a
part of the final grade grows from student participation in class discussions (20%). Students will facilitate one
seminar discussion of a PDF assigned article/book chapter reading by posing initial question(s) for discussion
(20%). Students will hand in a 4,000-5,000 word-final essay focused on one or more of the main topics of the course
contents (60%).)

4.4.8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade

curricular:
A metodologia de ensino tedrico-pratico adotada, organizando as sessées de trabalho segundo o regime de
semindrio, visa, em primeiro lugar, dotar os estudantes de um conhecimento ao mesmo tempo consistente e
panoramico sobre os conteudos programaticos do curso, que sdo, assumidamente, bastante amplos, e dos
instrumentos concetuais que facilitardo a consolidagao e organizagao da informacdao. A leitura individual
preparatoria e a andlise e discussdao em grupo da bibliografia obrigatéria e complementar proporcionarao a
formacao desse conhecimento, permitindo ainda a autoavaliagao dos alunos relativamente a concretizagao dos
objetivos do curso. Em segundo lugar, a valorizagao da participagdo na reflexao coletiva e nos debates nas aulas
pretende promover a capacidade de analise e de argumentagao e o espirito critico, objetivo para o qual concorrera
também a escolha da bibliografia, constituida por publicacées de referéncia, nomeadamente pela confrontagcao
entre perspetivas e abordagens diversas. A animag¢ao e langamento da discussao por cada um dos alunos
promovera o desenvolvimento de competéncias analiticas, de organizagcdo do conhecimento e de sistematizagao



do raciocinio e do discurso, mas também de competéncias criativas. Finalmente, as visitas de estudo, a organizar
em conjunto com outras unidades curriculares, permitirao a observacao direta e presencial de lugares
particularmente relevantes para a construgao da memoria coletiva e uma compreensdo mais imediata da forma
como a dimensao colonial e pés-colonial se encontra presente nas formulagées da identidade nacional e nos
debates da historia publica a esse proposito.

4.4.8. Evidence of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the intended learning outcomes:
The theoretical-practical teaching methodology adopted, organizing classes according to the seminar regime, aims,
in the first place, to provide students with a knowledge that is both consistent and panoramic about the syllabus
contents of the course, which are, admittedly, broad, and to offer them the conceptual instruments that will facilitate
the consolidation and organization of information. The autonomous individual preparatory reading and the group
analysis and discussion of the mandatory and complementary bibliography will provide the building of this
knowledge, further allowing the self-assessment of students regarding the achievement of the course objectives.
Secondly, the emphasis on the participation in collective reflection and in class debates aims to promote the
analytic and argumentation skills and critical attitude, an objective to which the choice of the bibliography,
consisting of reference publications, will also contribute namely by confrontation between different perspectives
and approaches. The fact that each of the students will facilitate and initiate the discussion in at least a class
promotes the development of analytical skills, organization of knowledge and systematization of reasoning and
discourse, but also creative skills. Finally, study visits, to be organized together with other of the master’s courses,
will allow direct and in-loco observation of sites that are especially relevant to the construction of collective
memory and also a more immediate understanding of how the colonial and post-colonial dimension is present. in
formulating national identity and in public history debates in this regard

Para identificar como a pratica historiografica podera ter contribuido para a formagao das ideologias e culturas
politicas contemporéneas, assim como os modos através dos quais acontecimentos e visées politicas poderao ter
estimulado transformag6es metodologicas e tedricas na disciplina da Histéria, a UC formula um conjunto de
questoes, como por exemplo: de que maneira o nacionalismo econémico participa na consolidacdo e renovacao da
Histéria Nacional, da criagdo da Alemanha a emergéncia de novas nagées na Asia e em Africa?

- be able to demonstrate critical awareness of the role of museums in culture, as institutions embedded in historical



contexts and as sites of cultural production and construction of historical narratives, collective memory and
identity;

- have the ability to critically discuss the role of museum collections as testimonies of knowledge, identity, and
memory, and perform a reflexive narrative analysis of the different topics of the course.

4.4.5. Conteudos programaticos:
A UC incidira sobre o papel dos museus enquanto instituicées fundadas no conhecimento que criam narrativas
enquadradas no tempo e que estdo associadas a construgao de identidades nacionais e de memodrias coletivas.
Serdo destacados os discursos histéricos do museu em termos de narrativas de exposigao e de
espaco/arquitetura. A analise também incidira no uso de recursos como a escrita em museu e as tecnologias de
narrativa (ex. filmes) como mecanismos para a criagdo de cendrios interpretativos envolventes e significativos.
Sera discutida a forma como as pessoas se relacionam com o patriménio, particularmente o patriménio mével, e
como os objetos sdo expostos como documentos historicos.
O curso sera estruturado em cinco topicos (cada um correspondendo a duas sessées):
1. Museu em Teoria: Passado, Presente e Futuro
2. Os Discursos Histéricos do Museu
3. Museus, Conhecimento e Memoéria
4. Objetos como conhecimento, identidade e memoria
5. Museus, Pés-colonialismo e Ativismo

4.4.5. Syllabus:
The course will focus on the role of museums as knowledge-based institutions that create time-framed narratives
and that are associated with the construction of national identities and collective memories. It will highlight the
historical discourses of the museum in terms of both narratives of display and space/architecture. The analysis will
also include the use of resources such as museum writing and technologies of storytelling (e.g. films) as
mechanisms for the creation of engaging and meaningful interpretive settings. The course will further explore the
way people relate to heritage, particularly movable heritage, and how objects are displayed as historical documents.
The course will be structured in five topics (each corresponding to two sessions):
1. Museum in Theory: Past, Present and Future
2. The Historical Discourses of the Museum
3. Museums, Knowledge and Memory
4. Objects as knowledge, identity and memory
5. Museums, Post-Colonialism and Activism

4.4.6. Demonstragao da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade
curricular:
Os conteudos programaticos desta UC encontram-se estruturados segundo as trés componentes de analise do
Museu, nas suas dimensées de espago de conhecimento e memoria, de identidade e de ativismo, procurando
cruza-las nos aspetos comuns e nas questées que suscitam.
O programa esta organizado em 5 tépicos, que vao do enquadramento disciplinar e das problematicas
contemporéaneas até a andlise reflexiva sobre os vdrios papéis do Museu na atualidade e os debates que suscita,
nao esquecendo, desde logo, a polémica gerada em torno da prépria definicao de Museu. Esta abordagem visa o
desenvolvimento de capacidades de andlise e discussao de temas e projetos associados a uma instituicao
fundamental no universo abrangente da Histéria no Espago Publico.

4.4.6. Evidence of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s intended learning outcomes:
This syllabus is structured according to the three components of analysis of the Museum, in their dimensions of
space of knowledge and memory, of identity and activism, seeking to cross them in their common aspects and in
the questions they raise.
The program is organized into 5 themes, ranging from the disciplinary framework and contemporary issues to the
reflective analysis of the Museum's various roles in the present time and the debates it raises, not forgetting the
discussion around the definition of what a Museum is. This approach aims at the development of skills for
analyzing and discussing themes and projects associated with a fundamental institution in the encompassing
universe of History in the Public Sphere.

4.4.7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida):
Participagao nas aulas: considerando que a UC é organizada como um semindrio tedrico-pratico semanal, é
fundamental que os alunos estejam presentes e preparados para participar, pelo que uma parte da nota final
decorre da participagdo do aluno nas discussées em sala de aula (15%);
Leituras obrigatodrias e participacdo na discussao: as leituras obrigatérias devem ser objeto de uma ficha escrita e
da participagdo na discussdo do seminario (20%);
Facilitagao/gestao de discussao: os alunos irdo gerir a discussao de um semindrio a partir da leitura de um artigo /
capitulo de livro disponibilizado pelo professor, dispondo de 20 minutos para dar uma visado geral das ideias
centrais, conceitos e teorias do(s) autor(es) e lancando questoes para discusséo (20%)
Trabalho/Ensaio Final: os alunos terdao que realizar individualmente um ensaio final de 4.500-5.000 palavras
centrado num dos principais tépicos abrangidos pelo programa do seminario (45%).

4.4.7. Teaching methodologies (including students' assessment):
Class Participation: because this course is organized as a seminar and meets just once a week, it is particularly



important that students be in attendance and be prepared to participate. This seminar emphasizes student
participation and therefore a part of the final grade grows from student participation in class discussion (15%);
Required Readings and Discussion Participation Assignments: course readings are required and students are
expected to prepare written seminar discussion participation notes (20%);

Discussion Facilitation: students will facilitate one seminar discussion of a PDF assigned article/book chapter
reading made available by the Professor by providing a 20-minute overview of the core ideas, concepts, and
theories of the author(s) and posing initial question(s) for discussion (20%);

Final Essay Assignment: students will hand individually a 4,500-5,000 word-final essay focused on one of the main
topics of the course contents (45%).

4.4.8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade
curricular:
O método de ensino tedrico-pratico adotado nesta UC visa, por um lado, dotar os estudantes de um conhecimento
basilar neste dominio especifico e, por outro, estimular capacidades de andlise e de critica. Dado que esses
conhecimentos e competéncias implicam a leitura de publicagées de referéncia e a discussao de casos relevantes,
as aulas tedricas procuram conjugar a apresentagao de temas e conceitos presentes na bibliografia da disciplina
com o debate sobre a transposigcao dos referidos conceitos para exemplos e situagées concretas.
Paralelamente ao trabalho desenvolvido nas aulas teoricas, a participagdo de especialistas nalgumas das aulas
(curadores, diretores de museus, museoélogos, gestores culturais) e as visitas de estudo pretendem fomentar uma
aproximacao dos estudantes ao plano pratico.

4.4.8. Evidence of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the intended learning outcomes:
The method of theoretical and practical teaching adopted in the course aims, on the one hand, to provide students
with a basic knowledge in this specific field and, on the other, to stimulate the development of skills for the analysis
and critique of the subjects discussed. Due to the fact that these knowledge and skills imply the reading of
reference publications and the discussion of relevant cases, the lectures seek to articulate the presentation of
themes and concepts from the course bibliography with the debate on the transposition of those concepts into
concrete examples and situations.
Parallel to the work carried out during the classes, conferences with experts (curators, museum directors, other
museum professionals, cultural managers) and study visits are intended to encourage the students’ approach to
practical scenarios and situations.

4.4.6. Demonstragao da coeréncia dos conteiidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade

curricular:
O programa da unidade curricular comecga por introduzir os alunos a evolugao, significado e importancia das Digital
Humanities e das Spatial Humanities na aprendizagem, investigacao e divulgacdo do conhecimento nas
humanidades e em particular na Historia. Segue-se uma avaliagao de ferramentas digitais disponiveis com o
objetivo de desenvolver nos alunos uma perspetiva critica sobre as vantagens e desvantagens do seu uso. Nos
restantes pontos do programa os alunos fardo uso pratico das ferramentas digitais para andlise especial de fontes
histéricas procurando desenvolver competéncias para a sua aplicacdo concreta num projeto de investigacao,
nomeadamente com recurso a dados histéricos no ambito dos seus objetos de estudo. Pretende-se que apreendam
os principais conceitos, mas também as principais técnicas, que lhes permitam identificar as vantagens e
limitagées do uso das Digital Humanities e das Spatial Humanities no campo da Historia.

4.4.6. Evidence of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s intended learning outcomes:
The curricular unit's program begins by introducing students to the evolution, meaning and importance of Digital
Humanities and Spatial Humanities in learning, research and dissemination of knowledge in the humanities and in
particular in history. This is followed by an assessment of available digital tools with the aim of developing in
students a critical perspective on the advantages and disadvantages of using them. In the remaining points of the
program, students will make practical use of digital tools for spatial analysis of historical sources, seeking to
develop skills for their concrete application in a research project, namely using historical data within the scope of
their objects of study. It is intended that they learn the main concepts, but also the main techniques, which allow
them to identify the advantages and limitations of the use of Digital Humanities and Spatial Humanities in the field
of History.

4.4.7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida):
A nota final é baseada em:
* participacao nas aulas e exercicios [40%];
* um trabalho final de aplicagdo das metodologias de analise espacial a fontes e problemas historicos, realizado em
ambiente informatico [60%)].

A participacao nas aulas sera avaliada pelas intervengées do aluno nos debates das aulas tedricas, comentdrios
sobre os trabalhos ou metodologias apresentadas, pela realizacdo de exercicios especificos relacionados com o
conteudo da aula e pela sua participagdao em tarefas colaborativas durante os exercicios praticos. O trabalho final
correspondera a aplicacado das diversas metodologias explicitadas, recorrendo a fontes histéricas para desenvolver
diversas anadlises e visualizagées. No final, o aluno devera produzir uma visualizacao SIG ou Web-SIG utilizando o
software especifico apresentado em aula. O tema dessas andlises e visualizagées pode ser escolhido pelos alunos
com a aprovagao do docente.

4.4.7. Teaching methodologies (including students' assessment):
The final grade is based on:
* in-class participation and exercises [40%];
* one final work to apply the spatial analysis methodologies to historical sources and problems, done in a computer
environment [60%)].

In-class participation will be assessed by the student’s interventions in the debates on theoretical classes,
comments on papers or methodologies presented, by performing specific exercises related to the content of the
class and by their participation in collaborative tasks during practical exercises. The final work will correspond to
the application of the several methodologies explained, using historical sources to develop several analysis and
visualizations. In the end the student must produce a GIS or Web-GIS visualization using the specific software
presented in class. The topic of these analysis and visualizations can be choose by the students with the approval
of the instructor.

4.4.8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade
curricular:
Sendo as aulas fundamentalmente praticas, as diferentes abordagens do programa e as avaliagées previstas
permitem que os alunos desenvolvam competéncias na pesquisa, sele¢do, avaliacdo e manuseamento de
ferramentas digitais Uteis para a investigacao em Histoéria. Um destaque particular para o trabalho de projeto,
através do qual é expectadvel que os alunos desenvolvam competéncias de trabalho auténomo na planificagao,



recolha, gestdo e analise de informacgao historica e a sua exploragao através de ferramentas de cartografia digital e
andlise espacial.

4.4.8. Evidence of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the intended learning outcomes:
Since the classes are fundamentally practical, the different approaches of the program and the foreseen evaluations
allow students to develop skills in the research, selection, evaluation and handling of digital tools useful for
research in History. A particular highlight for project work, through which students are expected to develop
autonomous work skills in the planning, collection, management and analysis of historical information and its
exploration through digital mapping and spatial analysis tools.

4.4.4. Intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences to be developed by the students):
Upon completion of this course, students should be able to:
a) understand the reasons behind the “history boom” in the media in various parts of the world and the main
interactions between media and history as interdisciplinary fields;
b) identify the main discourses and rhetorical strategies employed by the media to represent and perform the past;
c) understand ideological uses of the past in the media and link them to particular political and social agendas;
d) establish the reliability of competing representations of the same event or historical process in the media;
e) undertake comparisons between historical controversies that took place in different national contexts.

4.4.6. Demonstragao da coeréncia dos conteiidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade

curricular:
O foco da UC reside na compreensao dos papéis-chave dos media enquanto interfaces entre a histoéria produzida
na universidade e o publico generalista, tornando assim a experiéncia do passado intrinsecamente dindmica e
suscetivel a reconstrugées e revisées. A UC explorara a questao de como os media contemporaneos podem servir
como arena onde se projetam vis6es e narrativas conflituantes sobre o passado, por iniciativa de institui¢ées,
grupos organizados ou individuos. A UC permitira aos estudantes situar o boom da "historia popular" nos anos
1990 e identificar alguns dos temas dominantes em varios paises europeus (desde a nostalgia imperial a
modalidades de "negacionismo"” histoérico). Através de uma série de estudos de caso, espera-se que os estudantes
ganhem uma melhor compreensao das dindmicas de algumas controvérsias (técnicas argumentativas, estratégias
de legitimagao), bem como adquiram as competéncias necessadrias para aferir a fidedignidade de determinados
argumentos historicos.

4.4.6. Evidence of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s intended learning outcomes:
The focus of the course is to understand the key roles of media as interfaces between the history produced in
academic circles and the general public, thus making the experience of the past inherently dynamic and prone to
reconstructions or revisions. The course will explore the issue of how the modern media can function as space in
which conflicting visions and claims about the past are advanced, either by institutions, organized groups or
individuals. The course will allow students to situate the boom of “popular history” since the 1990s and identify
some of the dominant themes in several European countries (from imperial nostalgia to forms of historical
“negationism”). Through a series of case-studies, students are expected to gain a better understanding of the
peculiar dynamics of historical controversies, either in terms of the argumentation techniques or legitimation
strategies employed, as well as acquire competencies in assessing the reliability of historical arguments.

4.4.7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida):
A UC sera conduzida como um semindrio classico para estudantes de pés-graduacdo. A aula introdutoéria sera
apresentada pelos trés docentes e um deles assegurara sempre a primeira parte de cada uma das restantes 9



sessoées, atuando também como moderador na segunda parte. Este formato pressupée a uma frequéncia assidua
da sessdo por parte dos estudantes, assim como uma participacao ativa nestas (20%). Estas discussées serdao
facilitadas por um ou mais estudantes por aula, a partir da circulagao de materiais (artigos, capitulos de livros) em
plataformas de ensino (ex: Moodle). Espera-se também que os alunos realizem uma analise critica de uma fonte
(audiovisual ou imprensa): 20%. No final do semestre, os alunos deverao apresentar um paper de cariz bibliografico
ou de investigagao: 60%.

4.4.7. Teaching methodologies (including students' assessment):
The course will be conducted as a standard seminar for postgraduate students. The introductory class will be
presented by the three instructors, and one of them will also be making the opening remarks and act as moderator
in each of the remaining sessions. This will imply an assiduous attendance of the classes by the students, as well
as their active participation in discussions: 20%. These discussions will be facilitated by one or more students per
class, with a previous circulation of writing materials (journal articles, book chapters) through learning platforms
(e.g. Moodle). Students are also expected to perform a critical examination of a given source (audio-visual or print
media): 20%. By the end ot the term, they will present their seminar paper (e.g., bibliographic essay or research
paper): 60%.

4.4.8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade

curricular:
A combinagao de apresentacées tedricas e a discussao de casos de estudo é aqui concebida como a melhor
abordagem para apetrechar os estudantes com as aptidées necessdrias para perceber como a histéria é apropriada
pelos media. Ap6s uma sessdao introdutoria [ponto 1 do programa - objetivos de aprendizagem a) e e)], cada sessdo
comegara com uma revisao bdsica de conceitos e debates relativos ao topico escolhido [objetivos de
aprendizagem b) e c)]. Esta revisdo sera baseada na literatura de referéncia e sera tipicamente conduzida pelo
docente. A segunda parte da sessao permitirda aos estudantes assumirem maior protagonismo, animando uma
conversa informada pelas leituras de materiais previamente circulados [objetivos de aprendizagem b) e c)], ou pela
andlise critica de uma amostra de fontes dos média (filmes, artigos de jornal ou revista, websites/redes sociais).
Uma sessao final (ponto 10 do programa) permitira aos estudantes ter um contacto direto com um artista
convidado, tipicamente um documentarista, e com ele debater a dimenso criativa e investigativa do seu trabalho,
bem como a sua recegédo publica e impacto politico e social [objetivos de aprendizagem b) e c)] .

4.4.8. Evidence of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the intended learning outcomes:
The combination of theoretical presentations and discussion of specific cases studies is conceived here as the best
approach to endow students with the adequate skills to understand the way History is appropriated by the media.
Following an introductory session [point 1 of the syllabus - learning outcomes a) and e)], each session will start
with a basic survey of concepts and debates pertaining to the chosen topic [learning outcomes b) and c)]. This
survey will be based on the reference literature and will be typically conducted by the courses' instructor. The
second part of the session will allow students to have the centre-stage, taking up a conversation informed by
readings of previously circulated materials [learning outcomes b) and c)], or by the critical analysis of a sample of
media sources [film, newspapper or magazine clipping, website/social media - learning ouctomes b), c) and d)].

4.4.6. Demonstragao da coeréncia dos conteiidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade
curricular:



Este médulo visa sanar as dificuldades que grande parte dos alunos tem na investigagao e busca de informacao
em arquivos. A compreensao do que é um arquivo, da sua histéria, dos seus conceitos basicos (e respetiva
reformulagao), permitird aos alunos obterem ferramentas para uma investigagao bem sucedida. Havendo diferentes
sistemas de busca em diferentes paises e arquivos, é fundamental o conhecimento das varias fases do processo
arquivistico e das problematicas que este envolve. Uma componente pratica fornecera as ferramentas para que os
alunos possam prosseguir a investigagdo com menos constrangimentos: conhecer os diferentes sistemas de
busca (finding aids), preparar uma ida ao arquivo e encontrar a informacgéao pretendida, é o objetivo da pesquisa em
arquivos.

4.4.6. Evidence of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s intended learning outcomes:
This module will deal with the difficulties that most students have in archival research. Understanding what are
archives, its history and basic concepts. The questioning of archives lead by the social sciences and archival
literacy and information-seeking behavior will enable students to proceed with more confidence to a research. It is
essential that they are aware of the different kind of finding aids in different countries and archives, as well as the
various stages of the archival processes, and its probems. A practical component in class aims to give students the
needed skills to pursue archival research with fewer constraints: knowing the different systems, preparing a visit to
archives to find the needed information, will provide better results in archival research

4.4.7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagao incluida):
A UC sera conduzida como um seminario classico para estudantes de mestrado. A aula introdutoéria sera
apresentada pelos dois docentes e um deles assegurard as restantes sessées, atuando também como moderador
nos debates propostos. Este formato pressupée a frequéncia assidua das sessées por parte dos estudantes, assim
como uma participacao ativa nestas (20%). Os debates serao baseadas em questoes colocadas no final de cada
sessdo, e aconselha-se a leitura prévia dos artigos constantes na bibliografia (enviados via e-mail). Espera-se
também que os alunos realizem as pesquisas propostas online e que apresentem os resultados ao grupo (20%,).
Finalmente, os alunos deverdo apresentar um ensaio final (60%).

4.4.7. Teaching methodologies (including students' assessment):
The UC will be conducted as a classic seminar for Masters students. The introductory class will be presented by the
two lecturers and one of them will always ensure the first part of each of the remaining sessions, also acting as
moderator in the proposed debates. This will imply assiduous attendance of the classes by students as well as their
active participation (20%). The debates will be based on questions posed at the end of each session, and it is
advisable to read the proposed articles (sent via e-mail) in advance. Students are also expected to conduct online
surveys presenting the results to the group (20%). Finally, students are expected to submit a research paper ( 60%).

4.4.8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade

curricular:
A combinagao de apresentacées tedricas, a discussao de temas e exercicios praticos é concebida como a melhor
abordagem para a compreensao dos fundamentos e metodologia para pesquisa em arquivos. Nas duas primeiras
sesso6es havera explanagédo da historia dos arquivos e dos principios que norteiam a arquivistica. Serdao igualmente
explicadas as problematicas relacionadas com os diferentes momentos e reformulagées de conceitos na
atualidade, mas também o que as diferentes disciplinas — Antropologia, Sociologia - vieram trazer a arquivistica.
Pretende-se que no final de cada sessao haja um espacgo para o debate sobre os temas apresentados. A
apresentacgao e explicagdo dos chamados 'finding aids' (motores de busca) , os exercicios praticos
(individualmente e em grupo) tanto quanto possivel no dmbito dos interesses pessoais dos estudantes. Isto
permitira que os alunos, discutindo os seus préprios planos de investigacdo e temas de interesse, possam sanar
as suas proprias dificuldades e duvidas no acesso a informagcao em arquivos.

4.4.8. Evidence of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the intended learning outcomes:
The classes are designed to be both theory and practice, are the best approach for students to understand the
basics and methodology of archival research.
In the first two sessions there will be an explanation of basic concepts behind archives, the questioning of archives
lead by social sciences - Anthropology, Sociology - archival literacy and information-seeking behavior. At the end of
each session there will be time for debate.
In the second and third sessions, the so-called ‘finding aids' will be exposed and explained and, in a second
moment, practical exercises and research online will be carried out. These exercises will be as much as possible
within the students’ personal research area. By discussing their own research plans and topics of interest, this
practical exercises will allow students to resolve possible difficulties in accessing information in archives.

Students are required to choose a supervisor and second reader from two institutions (CEU, TUFS, UNIFI, NOVA or
INALCO) by the Fall term of the Second Year, who will monitor the work of bibliographic research and critical
analysis of the documentation.
At the end of the second year, students are required to submit a Thesis of 18,000—22,000 words or a Capstone
Project (including a 10,000 - 12,000 words), depending on the student’s emphasis on research skills or practical
experience.
The Final Examination is a composite oral examination scheduled for the end of the second year of the MA studies
and takes places at TUFS. The Defense is conducted by a joint international examination commission with members
from the Consortium Partner institutions.

4.5. Metodologias de ensino e aprendizagem

4.5.1. Adequagao das metodologias de ensino e aprendizagem aos objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos,
aptidoes e competéncias) definidos para o ciclo de estudos:
O programa tem 3 componentes principais complementares, alinhados com os objetivos de aprendizagem
definidos em 3.2:aulas,experiéncia prdtica e competéncias e formagao em investigagao/investigagdo. O curso
consiste em disciplinas obrigatodrias basicas,disciplinas eletivas obrigatdrias de cada drea tematica e disciplinas
optativas.
A experiéncia pratica sera adquirida em pequenos workshops, visitas de estudo e estdgios que podem ter uma
duragdo mais curta ou mais longa (permitindo-lhes preparar um projeto de conclusao). Habilidades transferiveis
incluem cursos em humanidades digitais,novos media, escrita de historia académica e popular, gestao de
patrimoénio e formagado em linguas estrangeiras.
A componente de pesquisa/formacdao em pesquisa tera cursos projetados para apoiar alunos que estiao a preparar
teses finais ou projetos, tais como consultas regulares do projeto final com dois co-supervisores, o workshop de
redagao de prospecto e o workshop do projeto final e conferéncia de alunos.

4.5.1. Evidence of the teaching and learning methodologies coherence with the intended learning outcomes of the
study programme:
In terms of teaching methodologies, the program has 3 main, complementary components, in line with the learning
outcomes set out in 3.2:coursework,practical experience and skills and research training.
The coursework consists of a set of core mandatory courses, mandatory elective courses in each thematic track, as
well as elective courses.
The practical experience will be acquired in short practitioner workshops,field trips and internships to allow the
students to prepare a capstone project.
The transferable skills include courses in digital humanities, new media, academic and popular history writing,
heritage management, and foreign language training.
The research/research training component is designed to assist students who are preparing their final dissertations
or capstone projects, such as:the regular final project consultation,with two co-supervisors; the prospectus writing
workshop; and the final student conference.

4.5.2. Forma de verificagao de que a carga média de trabalho que sera necessaria aos estudantes corresponde ao

estimado em ECTS:
Para monitorizar o desempenho dos alunos no cumprimento das metas de aprendizagem, um Comité Conjunto de
Desenvolvimento Curricular procurou garantir a maior coordenacdo possivel entre as instituicées. Para esse efeito,
estimou uma carga hordria e resultados de aprendizagem comum para as UC obrigatodrias e opcionais
condicionadas que envolvem 224 horas de trabalho, 64 delas em aulas presenciais e tutoriais. As formas de
avaliagao e regulamentos sdo determinadas pela instituicdo que oferece as cadeiras. Aos alunos sera
disponibilizada informagéao detalhada do curso e o Manual do Aluno que inclui os métodos de avaliagdo e
penalizagées por submissoées tardias na descrigdo do curso. Em cada semestre, os estudantes serdao ouvidos para
aferir a sua percegdo sobre o volume de trabalho envolvido e serdo analisados com os docentes as estratégias de
aprendizagem bem como as taxas de aprovagao.



4.5.2. Means to verify that the required students’ average workload corresponds the estimated in ECTS.:
In order to monitor students’ performance in attaining the learning goals established by the program, a Joint
Curricular Development Committee ensured the greatest possible coordination across institutions. In order to
achieve that goal, it estimated a workload and common learning results for core curriculum courses and mandatory
elective ones that involves 224 hours of work, 64 of them in face-to-face classes and tutorials. Forms of assessment
and any associate rules concerning coursework are determined by the institution that offers the course. Students
will receive a course description and the Student Handbook with detailed information on the assessment methods
and the penalties for the late submission. Each semester, students will assess their perception of the workload
involved per course and teachers will analyze the results of the learning strategies and approval rates.

4.5.3. Formas de garantia de que a avaliagdo da aprendizagem dos estudantes sera feita em funcdo dos objetivos de

aprendizagem da unidade curricular:
O planeamento das aulas, as leituras obrigatdrias e os métodos de ensino e de avaliagdo serdo publicados no inicio
de cada semestre. Todos esses elementos serao articulados com os objetivos e com o numero de sessbes
previstas. Os métodos tipicos de avaliacdo incluem: trabalho final, apresentacées, exames orais ou escritos,
projetos conjuntos, produtos de media (filme documentario, blog, aplicativo mével, plano de exposigao, etc.).
Durante o semestre o coordenador avaliara as situagées sinalizadas pelos estudantes no que diz respeito as
expectativas da carga de trabalho exigida. Fa-lo-a tanto no decurso do seu hordrio de atendimento, quanto nas
reuniées com os docentes do curso. Com base nos resultados dos questionarios aplicados, o coordenador tera a
possibilidade de analisar os dados e eventuais dificuldades de aprendizagem na unidade curricular. Caso
necessadrio, propora medidas que permitam ajustar os contetdos, métodos ou praticas pedagdgicas de cada
unidade curricular.

4.5.3. Means of ensuring that the students assessment methodologies are adequate to the intended learning outcomes:
Each instructor will publish,at the outset of each semester,the classes schedules and contents,the mandatory
readings, the teaching methods and the assessment criteria. All these aspects will be planned in close articulation
with the learning outcomes and estimated number of sessions. Typical methods of assessment include: final paper,
student presentations, oral or written exams, joint projects, and media products (documentary movie,blog,mobile
app,exhibition plan, a.o.).

Throughout the semester, MA program’s coordinator will answer to all the questions raised by students in
concerning their expectations regarding the required workload. This assessment will be carried out both during
office hours and meetings with the other instructors. Results from pedagogic questionnaires will allow coordinator
to analyse relevant data or identify difficulties in each course. If necessary, will also be able to propose measures to
enhance the contents, methods and teaching practices of each course.

4.5.4. Metodologias de ensino previstas com vista a facilitar a participagdao dos estudantes em atividades cientificas
(quando aplicavel):
Uma das principais forcas do Mestrado reside na sua inser¢cdo em universidades orientadas para a investigacao e
onde ensino e pesquisa mantém uma relagao simbiética.
Alguns dos cursos de duragao mais curta concebidos para proporcionar aos estudantes competéncias
transferiveis (e.g., humanidades digitais, técnicas de historia oral, treino arquivistico, praticas curatoriais) estdo
estreitamente associadas com projetos em curso, grupos de investigacao ou laboratérios inovadores acolhidos por
algumas das unidades de investigagdo associadas ao Mestrado em Budapeste, Toquio, Florenga e Lisboa. Além do
mais, os ateliers de praticas facilitados e supervisionados pelas instituigcbes parceiras colocardo os estudantes em
contacto com projetos de investigacdo e outras iniciativas cientificas acolhidas pelas instituicbes que oferecerdao
esses estdgios (em Lisboa, os Museus Gulbenkian e do Aljube, o Museu da Cinemateca e a Fundagao Culturgest).

4.5.4. Teaching methodologies that promote the participation of students in scientific activities (as applicable):
One of the main strengths of the Program relies on its insertion in research-intensive universities, in which teaching
and research activities are developed in a symbiotic relationship regarding postgraduate training.
Some of the short courses set up to allow students to acquire transferable skills (e.g., digital humanities
competences, oral history techniques, archival training, curatorial practices) are closely related with on-going
research projects, research groups or innovative research labs hosted by some of the research centres associated
with the program in Budapest, Tokyo, Florence and Lisbon. In addition, the practitioner workshops sponsored and
supervised by the partner Institutions will allow students to be in contact with research projects and other scientific
initiatives hosted by a series of renown non-academic institutions (in Lisbon, the Gulbenkian Museum, the Aljube
Museum, the archive of the Cinema Institute, and the Culturgest foundation).

4.6. Fundamentacao do numero total de créditos ECTS do ciclo de estudos

4.6.1. Fundamentacgao do nimero total de créditos ECTS e da duragao do ciclo de estudos, com base no determinado
nos artigos 8.° ou 9.° (1.° ciclo), 18.° (2.° ciclo), 19.° (mestrado integrado) e 31.° (3.° ciclo) do DL n.° 74/2006, de 24 de
margo,com a redagao do DL n.° 65/2018, de 16 de agosto:
O NCE proposto tera a duragao de 4 semestres, correspondendo a um total de 120 ECTS. No 1.° ano curricular
pretende-se garantir que o estudante receba preparagao adequada para elaborar uma investigagao individual
através da frequéncia de semindrios e da realizagao de trabalho de campo nas instituicées parceiras. Por se tratar
de um curso que assenta na mobilidade dos estudantes e numa formagdo com uma forte componente pratica, em
todas as unidades curriculares a analise de conceitos teéricos sera sempre articulada com a aplicagao concreta



desses conceitos. A componente pratica do curso explica que, no seu programa, figurem unidades curriculares
eminentemente praticas, as quais tém, por isso mesmo, um nimero mais reduzido de ECTS. A dissertagcao sera
desenvolvida ao longo dos 4 semestres, no 1.° ano com o desenho do projeto de trabalho e que culminara no 2.°
ano com a escrita e entrega da versdo a submeter a provas publicas.

4.6.1. Justification of the total number of ECTS credits and of the duration of the study programme, based on articles 8

or 9 (1st cycle), 18 (2nd cycle), 19 (integrated master) and 31 (3rd cycle) of DL no. 74/2006, republished by DL no.

65/2018, of August 16th:
The proposed NCE will have a duration of 4 semesters, corresponding to a total of 120 ECTS. In the 1st curricular
year, it is intended to ensure that the student receives adequate preparation to carry out an individual research
project, by attending seminars and conducting field work at partner institutions. Since this is a program based on
student mobility and training with a strong practical component, all curricular units will address theoretical
concepts in close articulation with the concrete application of these concepts. The practical component of the
course also explains the fact that the program is comprised of a series courses with a strong practical character.
Such practical courses have therefore a smaller number of ECTS. The dissertation will be developed over the 4
semesters, starting in the 1st year with the design of the work plan and will culminate in the 2nd year with the
writing and public defense of the final version.

4.6.2. Forma como os docentes foram consultados sobre a metodologia de calculo do nimero de créditos ECTS das
unidades curriculares:
O plano de estudos proposto partiu de uma consulta alargada com todos os potenciais docentes com docéncia e
investigagao na drea. Para cada UC, os docentes estimaram a organizagdo do semindrio, entre atividades em aula,
preparacado dos conteudos e de estudo autonomo do estudante (leituras, elaboragcao dos trabalhos). A partir desta
estimativa foi acordado entre o consorcio a atribuicao de 8 ou 4 ECTS nos seminarios do core curriculum e nas
opcionais condicionadas e na existéncia de ateliers de pratica de cardcter mais pratico.

4.6.2. Process used to consult the teaching staff about the methodology for calculating the number of ECTS credits of
the curricular units:
The proposed study plan started from an extensive consultation with all potential teachers with teaching and
research in this field. For each class, the teachers estimated the organization of a seminar, between activities in
class, preparation of the contents and autonomous study of the student (readings, preparation of works). Based on
this estimate, it was agreed between the consortium to award 8 or 4 ECTS in core curriculum seminars and
mandatory optionals and in the existence of more practical workshops.

4.7. Observacgoes

4.7. Observagoes:
O Mest. HEP foi concebido de forma a articular os recursos e as competéncias complementares das instituicées
parceiras. A finalidade é criar novas sinergias na investigagao e no ensino, numa estrutura transnacional e global.
As universidades envolvidas promovem investigagcdao sobre temas comuns e possuem competéncias
complementares. Estao inseridas em contextos nacionais e culturais onde a experiéncia de regimes autoritarios e
de tempos de guerra, com toda a sua heranga traumatica, é essencial e, até, formativa. Em todos esses contextos
os debates sobre as experiéncias imperiais, coloniais e pés-coloniais alimentam narrativas que possuem um peso
significativo na cultura historica local. Reunir esses casos diversos, mas comparaveis, e ligar a academia a
instituicbes publicas e privadas que moldam a imagem do passado, é algo que confere ao programa uma
complementaridade geogriéfica, cultural e politica, para além de permitir um estudo em vdrias escalas de anélise. O
HEP assenta em 4 temas principais inter-relacionados, explorados através da combinagao entre a dimensao
histérica de cada um desses temas e as suas implicagées atuais. Tal estudo conta com os recursos existentes em
cada uma das instituicbes (competéncias e de programas de estudo) enquadrados de uma forma inovadora e
alicercada na realidade atual de um mundo cada vez mais globalizado (https://hipsma.com):
- Histéria e Institucionalizacdo da Memoria;
- Representagées Visuais e Mediatizagao da Historia;
- Histérias de Inclusao e Excluséo;
- Interconexdes entre estruturas histéricas nacionais, regionais e globais.
A oferta curricular divide-se em disciplinas obrigatérias badsicas (DO), disciplinas optativas obrigatérias (DOO)
oferecidas por cada uma das linhas tematicas, e disciplinas optativas (DO), que podem enquadrar-se em mais do
que numa linha tematica. As DO proporcionam competéncias tedricas, metodolégicas e historiograficas
fundamentais sobre a histéria na esfera publica. Sdo obrigatdrias para todos os alunos, independentemente da via
de mobilidade escolhida. As DOO apresentam os 4 focos tematicos do programa e destinam-se a orientar a decisao
dos alunos sobre a via de mobilidade tematica para o 2° ano letivo. Na CEU e na TUFS, no 1° e 2° sem., cada aluno
escolhera duas das quatro disciplinas optativas obrigatorias oferecidas. As DO, cobrindo uma ampla gama de
temas, abordagens historiograficas e competéncias praticas, sdo oferecidas por todos os membros do Consércio
como parte da sua oferta formativa. A experiéncia pratica e a componente de competéncias deste programa visam
promover um conhecimento tao aprofundado quanto possivel do modo como os historiadores se envolvem na
esfera publica. Esta competéncia é facultada através de visitas de estudo; de workshops com uma forte
componente pratica; de um estdgio; e da ampla variedade de cursos com foco na aquisicdo de competéncias
transferiveis (humanidades digitais, cinema documentario, historia oral ou escrita de histéria para os media).



4.7. Observations:
The HIPS’ program was designed to connect the partner institutions’ local strengths, resources, and
complementary competencies. The aim is to create new synergies and research opportunities, as well as teaching
opportunities in a transnational and global framework. The partners share common research interests and have
complementary competencies. Each participating institution is embedded in a distinct national and cultural context,
in which the past experience of interwar and wartime authoritarian regimes,with its traumatic heritage, has been
essential and formative. Likewise, in all these national historiographical contexts, debates about imperial, colonial,
and post-colonial experiences shape narratives which play a role in the local historical culture.
The program thus brings together these diverse but comparable cases (usually not studied jointly) and linking the
academia to private and public institutions that play a role in shaping the image of the past gives. It therefore
provides a unique complementary geographical, cultural and political perspective and offers multiple scales of
analysis.
HIPS is based on four main interrelated subject matters, explored through the combination of their rich history and
present-day implications. It relies on existing intellectual resources at each of the partner institutions, in terms of
expertise and study programs, but frames them in an innovative way and addresses them in the present-day
realities of an increasingly globalized world:
- History and the Institutionalization of Memory;
- Visual Representations and Medialization of History;
- Histories of Inclusion and Exclusion;
- Entanglements between national, regional and global frameworks of history.
Coursework consists of the core mandatory courses (MC), mandatory elective courses (MEC) offered for each
thematic track, and elective courses (EC), which may fit more than one thematic track.
The MC provide core theoretical, methodological, and historiographical competencies on the topic of history in the
public sphere. They are compulsory for all students, regardless of their chosen mobility track.
The MEC introduce the program’s four thematic foci and are meant to inform students’ decision of the thematic

mobility track for the 2nd year. During the 1st and 2nd sem each student-either at CEU or at TUFS - will choose 2 out

of the 4 MEC offered.

The EC cover a wide range of topics, historiographical approaches, and practical skills. They are offered by all
Consortium Members as part of their existing study programs.

The practical experience and skills component of the program aims to facilitate hands-on knowledge of the ways in
which historians engage in the public sphere. This component is offered under a variety of forms: field trips;
practitioner workshops; internship placement; and courses focusing on the acquisition of transferrable skills, such
as digital humanities, documentary filmmaking, oral history, or history writing for the media.

5.5. Procedimento de avaliagdo do desempenho do pessoal docente e medidas conducentes a sua permanente
atualizagao e desenvolvimento profissional.
O regulamento de avaliacdo do desempenho (RAD) dos docentes da FCSH cumpre o previsto no ECDU através dos
procedimentos normais de progressao na carreira. O RAD da FCSH (extrato do Despacho n° 2684/2012 -
https://dre.pt/application/file/1045118) abrange todos os docentes de carreira da instituicao, tendo em conta a
especificidade de cada area disciplinar e de todas as componentes da atividade do docente na instituicao:
Docéncia; Investigagao cientifica, Desenvolvimento e inova¢do; Tarefas administrativas e de gestdo académica;
Extensao universitdria, Divulgagao cientifica e Prestagcao de servigos a comunidade.
E garantida a provisdo definitiva e os concursos para professor associado e catedrético, enquadrados por critérios
cientifico-pedagogicos estabelecidos pelo Conselho Cientifico, nos quais se valoriza a inovagcdo pedagodgica, a
producdo cientifica e o dinamismo na internacionalizagao.

5.5. Procedures for the assessment of the teaching staff performance and measures for their permanent updating and
professional development.
At FCSH the assessment of faculty members is carried out in compliance with the procedures established by the
ECDU career development. Taking into account the faculty’s performance evaluation rules, all full-time instructors
must be assessed. Such an assessment has to take into account the specificity of each disciplinary area and cover
the diversity of roles: teaching; scientific research; development and innovation; administrative tasks and academic



management; university extension; scientific dissemination; and provision of services to the community.
Career development includes the tenure and a formal competition for the ranks of associate professor and full
professor. Such a competition is regulated by scientific and pedagogical criteria established by the faculty’s
Scientific Council, and focuses on the degree of pedagogical innovation, the scientific record, and the
internationalization of the candidates.

5.6. Observagoées:
A equipa principal de docentes do HEP é composta por professores de carreira dos 4 membros do consoércio, bem
como do INALCO. Todos séo investigadores altamente conceituados nas suas dreas de especializagdo, com
curriculos fortemente internacionalizados, tanto em termos de publicagées quanto de lideranca ou participacdo em
projetos internacionais. A sua competéncia tem sido amplamente reconhecida (participacdo em conselhos
consultivos de periédicos cientificos, consultoria cientifica e cultural) e, o que é ainda mais significativo, possuem
um impressionante registo de supervisao de alunos de pés-graduagdo. O Departamento de Historia da CEU é uma
excelente porta de entrada para o estudo da histdria da Europa Central, Sudeste e Oriental, do Mediterraneo
Oriental e do Médio Oriente, desde o inicio do periodo moderno ao século XXI. A CEU oferece um dos poucos
programas no mundo que permite que o estudo comparativo do Império dos Habsburgo, Romanov e Otomano, bem
como dos estados sucedaneos desses impérios, abordando um leque muito variado de questées sociais, politicas
e culturais. Os seus programas sdo caracterizados por uma abordagem tedrico-metodolégica de alto nivel, e inclui
competéncias transferiveis. A Escola de Pés-Graduagcao em Estudos Globais da TUFS é uma das poucas
instituicoes japonesas envolvidas em investigag6es especializadas sobre linguas, culturas e sociedades das
diversas partes do mundo. Ha muito que desenvolve estudos sobre a memdria histérica, tema que constitui, alias,
um dos seus principais focos de investigagao. Além disso, no seio da recém-criada School of Japan Studies, a
TUFS também oferece formacao em histéria japonesa numa perspetiva comparada, bem como investigagées sobre
a memoria histérica. O Departamento de Historia, Arqueologia, Artes e Artes do Espetaculo da UNIFI retne varios
especialistas e projetos de investigagdo sobre o patriménio cultural, plasmado em objetos, textos, acontecimentos,
expressoées artisticas e instituigcbes sociais. Abrange o longo arco cronolégico que vai do final da Idade Média até
aos dias de hoje e estuda as tradi¢cées culturais combinando métodos tradicionais de pesquisa com as mais
avancadas ferramentas cientificas e técnicas. A Faculdade de Ciéncias Sociais e Humanas da NOVA (FCSH) foi
criada com um forte compromisso com a cidadania democratica, o pluralismo cultural e a divulgagcao do
conhecimento académico. A FCSH possui um vasto portfélio de parcerias com instituicées civicas e culturais, o
qual Ihe permite chegar a varios estratos sociais, tanto em Lisboa como em todo o pais. Além disso, é uma escola
interdisciplinar que promove a estreita integragcdo entre o ensino e a investigacao, tirando partido de um
impressionante conjunto de unidades/centros de investigagdo. O Programa também oferecera aos alunos uma
curta estadia em Paris, no Instituto Nacional de Linguas e Civilizagées, uma das instituicbes mais conceituadas do
sistema académico francés.

5.6. Observations:
HIPS’ teaching team is mostly comprised of tenured or tenure-track professors from the four members of the
consortium. It is also comprised of professor from INALCO. All instructors are leading scholars in their fields of
specialization, with strong international curricula both in terms of publications as well as of leadership of or
participation in international projects, recognized expertise (advisory board of journals, scientific and cultural
consultancy), and, most significantly, an impressive record of supervision of postgraduate students.
The Department of History at CEU provides an excellent academic gateway to the history of Central, Southeastern,
and Eastern Europe, the Eastern Mediterranean and the Middle East from the early modern period to the 21st
century. It offers one of the few programs in the world that effectively enable students to study comparatively the
Habsburg, Romanov, and Ottoman Empires, as well as their successor states, engaging with a variety of social,
political, and cultural issues. Its programs are characterized by high-level thematic complexity and a strong focus
on methodological training, including transferable skills.
The Graduate School of Global Studies at TUFS is one of the few educational institutions in Japan engaged
primarily in specific and integrated research on the languages, cultures, and societies of the world, including Asia,
Europe, the Americas, and Africa. TUFS has long developed memory studies as one of its core research foci, and
within the newly established School of Japan Studies it also offers comparative studies of Japanese history and
memory studies.
The Department of History, Archaeology, Arts and Performing Arts at the UNIFI gathers together various disciplines
involved in the study of cultural heritage as expressed in objects, texts, events, artistic expressions and social
institutions. Several research projects spanning over a period from the late Middle Ages and Renaissance to today
study cultural traditions combining traditional research methods with innovative scientific and technical tools.
The NOVA School of Social Sciences and Humanities (NSSH) was established with a commitment to democratic
citizenship, cultural pluralism, as well as the social dissemination of academic knowledge. One of the biggest
strengths of NSSH is its large portfolio of partnerships with civic and cultural institutions, which allows it to reach
out to various social strata, both in Lisbon and throughout the country. Moreover, NSSH is an interdisciplinary
school which promotes the close integration between teaching and research, drawing great advantage from an
impressive host of research units.
The Program will also offer students the opportunity to enjoy a short stay in the National Institute of Languages and
Civilizations, one of the most international institutions within the French academic system.

6. Pessoal Nao Docente



6.1. Numero e regime de tempo do pessoal ndo-docente afeto a lecionacgdo do ciclo de estudos.
A CEU coordenara o programa com uma equipa de suporte que centraliza muitos dos processos administrativos do
curso (por exemplo a selegcdo dos candidatos e mobilidade), e porque nela tem lugar uma parte importante do
percurso formativo. No decorrer da mobilidade na NOVA FCSH, o estudante tera o suporte técnico pelo
secretariado de Historia e pelo gabinete da internacionalizagao, pelos técnicos do Nucleo de Mestrado e da Divisdo
de Apoio ao Aluno. Para acesso aos recursos informaticos e bibliograficos, existem equipas de suporte no Nucleo
de Informatica e Divisdo de Bibliotecas e Documentacdo, bem como nos servigos de apoio as unidades de
investigagao no ambito das atividades ai realizadas. A maior parte encontra-se em regime de tempo integral mas
com afetacdo nao exclusiva a este ciclo de estudos As demais universidades associadas ao curso dispéem de
estruturas de apoio equivalentes e com uma dimensao similar.

6.1. Number and work regime of the non-academic staff allocated to the study programme.
CEU will centralize the bulk of the program’s administrative processes (for example the selection of candidates and
mobility exchanges), and because it holds an important part of the training path.
When NOVA FCSH hosts a semester, student will have the technical support at secretariats, international and
Masters and Students offices. For access to IT and library resources, there are support teams in the IT and Library
Offices, as well as in research units within the scope of the activities carried out there. Most of them are working in
full time regime, although with non-exclusive allocation to this study programme. The other universities associated
with this program have equivalent support structures with a similar dimension.

6.2. Qualificacdo do pessoal ndo docente de apoio a lecionacao do ciclo de estudos.
Na NOVA FCSH o corpo administrativo que assegura os processos de gestdo académica e monitorizagdo do ciclo
de estudos é coordenado por técnicos com formagao superior. O pessoal técnico (de apoio informatico e de
recursos bibliograficos) possui formagéao especifica que lhes permite assegurar a realizagdo das tarefas com os
conhecimentos adequados. As necessidades de formac¢do sdo identificadas anualmente, quer seja por
necessidades especificas do servigo, quer seja em conhecimentos/competéncias transversais. Na instituicao sao
também divulgadas iniciativas de mobilidade, como a Erasmus Staff Training Week, para intercambio em servigos
de outras instituicoes de ensino superior, europeias ou fora da Europa.

6.2. Qualification of the non-academic staff supporting the study programme.
NOVA FCSH staff members that ensure the study programme’s academic management are coordinated by senior
technicians with the level of bachelor’s degree. Technical staff (informatics and library helpdesk) have specific
courses, enabling them to perform their tasks with the adequate knowledge. Training needs are identified each year
either for specific training or general skills/competences. The institution also develops disclosed mobility
initiatives, such as the Erasmus Staff Training Week, an initiative that allows the mobility of non-academic staff to
other higher education institutions, in Europe and outside it.

6.3. Procedimento de avaliagido do pessoal ndo-docente e medidas conducentes a sua permanente atualizagio e

desenvolvimento profissional.
A FCSH garante uma avaliagao do desempenho do seu pessoal nao docente de acordo com o disposto na lei
(SIADAP e, no futuro, um sistema similar para os que se encontram em fungées privadas) que adotou o método de
gestdo por objetivos, estabelecendo uma avaliagcdao do desempenho baseada na confrontacdo entre objetivos
fixados e resultados obtidos. O processo de avaliagao é (bi)anual e concretiza-se: em reuniées com o avaliador,
superior hierarquico imediato, para negociagdo e contratualizacdo dos objetivos anuais e para comunicagao dos
resultados da avaliagdo; e no preenchimento de um formuldrio de avaliagdo. A avaliagao visa identificar o potencial
de desenvolvimento do pessoal e diagnosticar necessidades de formacgao. O processo de avaliagdo de
desempenho é supervisionado pela Comissao Paritdria e pelo Conselho de Coordenacao da Avaliagao, constituido
por membros da Diregado e representantes do pessoal ndo docente.

6.3. Assessment procedures of the non-academic staff and measures for its permanent updating and personal

development
FCSH ensures that the performance evaluation of their non-teaching staff is made accordingly to the Portuguese
regulation (SIADAP and, in a near future, a similar one for private system workers), which adopted the management
by objectives method, guided by the accomplishment of predetermined working goals and the results achieved by
the officer. The assessment process is (biJannual and focuses on the performance during a calendar year. It
involves: meetings with the evaluator, the immediate hierarchical superior; the negotiation and the contracting of
annual objectives and communication of assessment results; and filling out an evaluation form. The assessment
aims to identify the potential of the officer’s development and to identify training needs. The application of
performance evaluation system is supervised by a Joint Commission and by the Assessment Coordinating Council,
which involves members nominated by the Dean and representatives of employees.

7. Instalagoes e equipamentos

Os estudantes deste curso terdo acesso aos campi da NOVA FCSH, da CEU, da UNIFI e da TUFS, os quais tém
todas as caracteristicas indispensaveis para garantir que este mestrado funcionara nas melhores condicées: salas
de aula com diversas dimensées e tipologias; anfiteatros com material audiovisual e palco; salas de informadtica
devidamente equipadas; laboratérios multimédia e respetivas equipas técnicas; centros de documentagao; salas de
estudo; cantinas e cafetarias. Nestas instalacées estao a ser desenvolvidos vdrios projetos de investigacao
colaborativa, nos quais os mestrandos poderao facilmente envolver-se, com evidentes ganhos para a formacao
proporcionada por este curso. De referir, também, a participagdao, no programa formativo deste mestrado, do
INALCO (Paris) e, também, dos vdrios museus com os quais o mestrado estabeleceu protocolos de colaboragao.

7.1. Facilities used by the study programme (lecturing spaces, libraries, laboratories, computer rooms, ...):
Students attending this program will have access to NOVA FCSH, CEU, UNIFI and TUFS campuses, which have all
the essential facilities to ensure that this master's degree will be implemented in the best conditions. This includes:
classrooms with different dimensions and typologies; auditoriums with multimedia material and a stage; duly
equipped computer rooms; multimedia laboratories and respective technical teams; documentation centers; study
rooms; canteens and cafeterias. In these facilities, several collaborative research projects are currently being
developed, in which the Master's students can easily get involved. This will obviously enhance the quality of the
study experience provided by this program. Mention should also be made of the participation, in the training
program of this master's degree, of INALCO (Paris), and of the various museums with which the master’s has
established collaboration protocols.

7.2. Principais equipamentos e materiais afetos e/ou utilizados pelo ciclo de estudos (equipamentos didaticos e

cientificos, materiais e TIC):
A FCSH, tal como as demais universidades ligadas a este curso, dispéem os seguintes equipamentos para
utilizacdo pelos docentes e discentes deste curso: diversos programas informaticos de apoio a elaboragao dos
trabalhos (SPSS; Office 365); duas plataformas de apoio a docéncia/web-based learning (NONIO e Moodle); uma
rede wireless com o sistema Eduroam; uma reprografia; fotocopiadoras e impressoras multifungées disponiveis
para os estudantes; diversas salas de trabalho que podem ser utilizadas pelos mestrandos (varias delas equipadas
com computadores); acesso a bases de dados bibliograficas (b-On e outras); um laboratério multimédia com uma
equipa de técnicos especializados em comunicagéao de ciéncia. Estes equipamentos e recursos existem também
nas unidades de Investigagcao associadas a este curso. Além disso, tais unidades de investigagcao permitem uma
facil integracdo dos estudantes em projetos cientificos, bem como o acesso a bases de dados proprias e a
investigagées em curso.

7.2. Main equipment or materials used by the study programme (didactic and scientific equipment, materials, and ICTs):
Similarly to the other universities linked to this program, FCSH has the following equipment for use by teachers and
students involved: several computer programs to support the training program (SPSS; Office 365); two platforms to
support teaching / web-based learning (NONIO and Moodle); a wireless network with the Eduroam system; a
reprography service; photocopiers and multifunction printers available to students; different work rooms that can
be used by master students (several of them equipped with computers); access to bibliographic databases (b-On
and others); a multimedia laboratory with a team of technicians specialized in science communication. This
equipment and resources also exist in the research units associated with this program. In addition, the research
units allow students to be easily integrated in scientific projects, as well as access to their own databases and
ongoing research.

9. Enquadramento na rede de formagao nacional da area (ensino superior
publico)

9.1. Avaliagdo da empregabilidade dos graduados por ciclo de estudos similares com base em dados oficiais:

No que diz respeito as expectativas de um mestre da NOVA FCSH em areas similares (inclui Mestrados em Historia,
Patriménio, Praticas Culturais para Municipios, Museologia), comparando com os resultados apurados pelo
OBIPNOVA- Observatorio da Insergéo Profissional dos Diplomados da Universidade NOVA de Lisboa, verifica-se
que mais de 75% dos diplomados desses mestrados encontravam-se empregados 1 ano apés a graduacgéo.
Acreditamos que o HEP, gragcas a um plano de estudos que privilegia o hands on através dos workshops e préticas
nas instituicbes parceiras, possui uma mais valia profissional aos mestres da drea de Historia por permitir
experiéncias praticas em contexto internacional.

9.1. Evaluation of the employability of graduates by similar study programmes, based on official data:

Regarding the expectations of a NOVA FCSH master in similar areas (includes Masters in History, Heritage, Cultural
Practices for Municipalities, Museology), comparing with the results obtained by OBIPNOVA- Observatory for the
Professional Insertion of Graduates from Universidade NOVA de Lisboa, it seems that more than 75% of the
graduates of these masters degrees were employed 1 year after graduation. We believe that HIPS, thanks to a study
plan that favors hands on through workshops and practices at partner institutions, has a professional added value
to the masters in the area of History for allowing practical experiences in an international context.

9.2. Avaliacdo da capacidade de atrair estudantes baseada nos dados de acesso (DGES):

A experiéncia dos Mestrados Erasmus Mundus da NOVA FCSH demonstra que a procura é sempre maior que a
oferta de vagas. A expetativa da Comissao é que se verifique uma procura significativa de recém-licenciados nas
dreas das Ciéncias Sociais (Antropologia, Ciéncias da Comunicagéo, entre outros) e de Historia, e também de
profissionais empregados, com interesse na drea, que pretendem obter uma experiéncia pratica sobre o papel da
Histoéria na sociedade, beneficiando do ambiente internacional que o mestrado oferece. Além de combinar uma
experiéncia académica em instituicées de ensino superior europeias de renome, o estudante adquirira
competéncias ao nivel de adaptagao num pais asiatico.

9.2. Evaluation of the capability to attract students based on access data (DGES):

The experience of NOVA FCSH Erasmus Mundus Master programs shows us that the demand is always greater than
the placement offer. The Commission’s perspective is that there is a significant demand for recent graduates in the
Social Sciences fields (Anthropology, Communication Sciences, among others) and History, as well as employed
professionals, with an interest in the area, who want to obtain a practical experience on the role of History in
society, benefiting from the international environment that the Masters degree offers. In addition to combining
academic experience in renowned European higher education institutions, the student will acquire skills in terms of
adaptation in an Asian country.

The proposed MA seeks to transcend the limitations of European historiography through the integration of non-
Western,colonial,and post-colonial perspectives.The cooperation between EU and Japan allows to rethink public
history in a global perspective.lt fosters a critical understanding of the past and its ongoing significance in
politics,economy, society,and culture through a unique comparative framework.
MA practical training builds on the great traditions of national institutions but contextualizes the endeavours of
public history by detecting their local manifestations and by placing them in a Europe-wide and global framework of
history education.

12. Analise SWOT do ciclo de estudos

12.1. Pontos fortes:
a) O reconhecimento, por parte do programa Erasmus Mundus, da excecional qualidade do curso;
b) Um consércio composto por universidades de grande prestigio internacional e com um nivel de exigéncia
extremamente elevado;
c) Um corpo docente altamente qualificado em termos internacionais e com larga experiéncia na lecionagao e na
orientacédo de alunos de pés-graduacao;
d) O envolvimento de uma série de centros de investigacdo da FCSH, todos eles de qualidade reconhecida;
e) O forte caracter multidisciplinar do curso, bem como o envolvimento de um conjunto de instituigées nao-
académicas de prestigio;
f) Um corpo discente extremamente diverso e de elevada qualidade, resultado de um exigente processo de selecdao



dos candidatos;
g) A experiéncia de multiculturalidade e cosmopolitismo que o curso proporciona aos discentes.

12.1. Strengths:
a) The recognition, by the Erasmus Mundus program, of the exceptional quality of the program;
b) A consortium composed of universities of great international prestige and high level of exigency ;
c) Highly qualified international teaching staff and with extensive experience in teaching and mentoring graduate
students;
d) The involvement of several FCSH research centers, all of them of recognized quality;
e) The strong multidisciplinary nature of the program, as well as the involvement of several prestigious non-
academic institutions;
f) An extremely diverse and high quality student body, the result of a demanding selection process for candidates;
g) The multicultural and cosmopolitan experience that the course provides to students.

12.2. Pontos fracos:
a) O curso assenta no trabalho conjunto entre universidades que s6 recentemente comegaram a colaborar entre si;
tal torna necessadrio desenvolver, com rapidez, estruturas de articulagao;
b) Dada a constante mobilidade, o curso exige um consideravel esforgo de adaptacao, para os alunos, a diferentes
ambientes académicos
c) A qualidade menos satisfatéria de algumas infraestruturas fisicas em algumas universidades (entre elas a NOVA)
no que concerne a espacos de lecionacgdo, biblioteca e salas de estudo comuns (Campus da Avenida de Berna)
d) Limitagbes na oferta de instalagées nas residéncias universitarias da NOVA.

12.2. Weaknesses:
a) The program is based on joint work between universities that have only recently started collaborating with each
other; this makes it necessary to develop articulation structures quickly;
b) The program mobility requires a considerable adaptation effort, from students, to different academic
environments
c) The unsatisfactory quality of some physical infrastructures in some universities (among them NOVA) with regard
to teaching spaces, library and common study rooms (Campus de Avenida de Berna)
d) Limitations in the provision of facilities in NOVA university residences.

12.3. Oportunidades:
a) O trabalho conjunto com as universidades envolvidas ira contribuir para a preparacado de outros programas de
colaboragao na drea do ensino pés-graduado;
b) As sinergias entre as varias universidades envolvidas irdo propiciar a elaboragdo de candidaturas conjuntas a
financiamentos internacionais para a investigagao;
c) O intercambio de praticas letivas entre as varias universidades integrantes do consdrcio ira incrementar
internacionalmente a qualidade do ensino p6s-graduado em Portugal;
d) Ao levar os alunos a trabalhar em ambientes académicos e profissionais muito diferentes uns dos outros, o
curso ira proporcionar-lhes oportunidades de investigacdo a nivel internacional;
e) A participagao, no curso, de instituicbes ndo-académicas proporcionara aos alunos um amplo leque de
oportunidades quer de insergao profissional, quer de desenvolvimento das suas carreiras.

12.3. Opportunities:
a) The joint work with foreign universities will contribute to the preparation of other collaborative programs in the
area of postgraduate education;
b) The synergies between the various universities involved will make it possible to prepare joint applications for
international research funding;
c) The exchange of teaching practices between the various universities that make up the consortium will increase
internationally the quality of postgraduate education at Portugal;
d) By giving the students the opportunity to work in academic and professional environments very different from
each other, the course will provide them with research opportunities at an international level;
e) The participation, in the course, of non-academic institutions will provide students with a wide range of
opportunities both for professional insertion and for the development of their careers.

12.4. Constrangimentos:
a) A atual situagdo de pandemia e o seu impacto na implementagao de um curso essencialmente baseado na
mobilidade;
b) A oferta ampla de optativas e ateliers nas outras universidades envolvidas, acarreta o risco de uma menor
coesdo do programa do curso.

a) The current pandemic situation and its impact on the implementation of a program essentially based on mobility;
b) The wide offer of optional courses and workshops in partner universities carries the risk of less cohesion in the
program.



12.5. Conclusdes:
O Consorcio visa desenvolver o Programa além do financiamento gerado pela colaboragéao entre a Uniao
Europeia/Erasmus Mundus e o Ministério da Educacgao, Cultura, Esportes, Ciéncia e Tecnologia do Japao (MEXT),
para continuar o intercambio entre os parceiros participantes e avangar na colaboragao UE-Japao. O foco sera
atrair alunos auto-financiados por meio da exceléncia académica e relevancia profissional do programa, por meio
da mobilizagdo de uma forte rede de ex-alunos para o recrutamento de alunos e pela promocgao eficiente do
programa em todo o mundo.
O Consorcio conduzira revisées anuais do programa para obter um entendimento completo do tipo de alunos e
suas oportunidades de financiamento, ajustar a estratégia de desenvolvimento as mudangas nos requisitos
académicos e do mercado de trabalho e identificar fontes potenciais de apoio financeiro com o objetivo de garantir
ao HIPS uma sustentabilidade a longo prazo.
Para a NOVA-FCSH em particular, o alargamento da sua rede e prestigio internacional é uma prioridade do plano
estratégico da instituicdo. Relativamente ao ensino, o HIPS sera fundamental para os esforgos da universidade para
expandir o curriculo de inglés e os modelos colaborativos de ensino-aprendizagem. Os EMJMDs sendo uma das
principais referéncias desses modelos, é um grande incentivo para a NOVA-FCSH fazer parte do programa. Ao
atrair os melhores estudantes internacionais para o EMJMD, o HIPS ajudara a universidade a aperfeigoar suas
praticas de recrutamento e acolhimento de estudantes internacionais, bem como a gestao da cooperagao
transnacional. A contribuicdo dos alunos provenientes de origens tao diferentes e a sua participagao nas aulas,
junto com os alunos locais, ira contribuir para uma maior harmonizagao e crescimento internacional da NOVA. A
oferta académica fornecida pelo EMJMD servira como um modelo para o outro programas de Mestrado dentro da
Escola, enquanto as redes estabelecidas com outras instituigées criardo sinergias entre o programa de Mestrado, o
corpo docente, os alunos e as unidades de investigacao, integrando assim a investigacao e o ensino. O
desenvolvimento de projetos conjuntos de pesquisa e ensino sustentaveis deve ser um dos resultados do EMJMD.
Finalmente, os parceiros do Consorcio acreditam que o Programa ajudara os alunos a intervir com as
competéncias adequadas em debates histéricos que recentemente geraram consideravel interesse publico (o
passado colonial, o papel do nacionalismo radical, anti-semitismo e revisionismo histérico, etc.), mas sao também
fonte de muitos mitos e percepgbées mal informadas na internet e nas redes sociais. Isso ira garantir uma
combinagdo original de capacitacdo metodologica e teérica aprofundada em histéria comparada, com
aprendizagem pratica nos métodos, e praticas de trazer conhecimento histérico para a esfera publica por meio de
jornalismo historicamente informado, documentarios, exposicées ou criacdo de recursos educacionais online.

12.5. Conclusions:
The Consortium aims to develop the MA beyond the funding generated by the collaboration between the European
Union/Erasmus Mundus and the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology to
continue the exchange among participating partners and to advance EU-Japan collaboration. A focus will be on
attracting self-financed students through the academic excellence and career relevance of the program, through the
mobilization of a strong alumni network for student recruitment, and through efficient worldwide promotion of the
program.
The Consortium will conduct annual reviews of the program to gain a full understanding of the student composition
and their funding opportunities, adjust the development strategy to changing academic and job market
requirements and identify potential sources of financial support with the aim of guaranteeing HIPS long-term
sustainability.
For NOVA-NSSH in particular, widening its international network and prestige is a priority of the strategic plan of the
institution. Regarding teaching, HIPS will be central to the university’s efforts to expand the English curriculum and
teaching-learning collaborative models. EMJMDs being a leading reference of these models is a major incentive for
NOVA-NSSH to be part of the program. By attracting the best international students to the EMJMD, HIPS will help
the university to perfect its practices towards the recruitment and hosting of international students, as well as the
management of transnational cooperation. The contribution of students coming from such different backgrounds
and their participation in classes together with resident students will contribute to NOVA’s further international
harmonization and growth. The academic offer provided by the EMJMD will serve as a role model for the other
Master programs within the School, while the networks established with other institutions will create synergies
between the Master program, the teaching staff, students, and research units, thus integrating research and
teaching. Developing sustainable joint research and teaching projects shall be one of the outputs of the EMJMD.
Finally, the Consortium partners believe that the Program will help students to intervene with the proper skills in
historical debates that have lately generated considerable public interest (the colonial past, the role of radical
nationalism, antisemitism and historical revisionism, etc.), but are also a source of many myths and misinformed
perceptions in the internet and in social networks. As stated elsewhere, this will be ensured by an original
combination of in-depth methodological and theoretical training in comparative history, with hands-on training in
the methods and practices of bringing historical knowledge to the public sphere by historically informed
Jjournalism, documentary film-making, curating exhibitions, or creating educational online resources.
